Reports

Board;  Facilities met, looking to add a new air handling unit in the High School Gym and the snow removal process finished, boilers will start next week and roofing will take place in the future.  Community Ed met and drivers training started and the Community play discussion and talked about the daycare started in the Migrant building.  Some trips were planned and some are coming up.  Riverbend met and MSU is offering monies towards a Special Education or Early Education Career.

Principal:  Got some walk through in and met with some teachers and they learned about the Standards Based Grading plan.  Next week is parent teacher conferences.  Digital day trial run will take place on the 19th.

Superintendent:   Brown County Crisis meeting-Alice training with staff in February. Lock ins will occur so they will learn what to do in emergency cases Mrs. Arneson and John will be serving on the PLC panel discussion at the MREA Conference.  Digital day Daycare meeting and follow up 3 daycares showed up with 21 daycares in town was not very well attended.  Standards based Grading training and presentation Garnet Hillman was here to present and she got some feed-back that was presented to the high school, she will be back on March 31st and we are looking at a night meeting to present to parents. She is working with Redwood, Windom, Springfield, Luverne and Sleepy Eye.   All non-tenured and some tenured observations have been scheduled.  Morgan Creek staff outing is October 28th.

 

Discussion: proposal to contract with local booster clubs to provide activity workers for home athletic events (volleyball, football, girls and boys basketball, track,) They would get about $5000 to take over finding workers for events and games.  Concessions would stay in the school and be split with the groups that worked in the stands.  We are finding that people would like to be paid instead of volunteering, maybe ok for some but not for others.  Rotations are being discussed and all money would go back to the kids.  Track seems to need the most workers which stands at 20 and football is pretty well set with the people that volunteer for that.  Darla has been doing this for years and is just looking for others to help.  It seems that parents do not want to volunteer anymore.  John will start seeking groups.
